History and Organization

The mission of the State Board of Sanitarians is to regulate those professionals who organize, implement, or manage environmental health 
programs.

The State Board of Sanitarians was created by Act 281 of 1957 as amended by Act 257 of 1977.  The Board consists of five (5) professional 
members appointed by the Governor to serve five-year terms with one member term expiring each year.  In accordance with Act 113 of 1977, 
one consumer member sits on the Board.

Board members serve without compensation but are reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their 
duties.  The Board determines the eligibility of applicants for registration by examination in accordance with its Acts.  One of the primary 
functions of the Board is to regulate its members to such a degree that effectively protects the dignity of the profession and public from the 
practice of such individuals who are inexperienced and unqualified.  In addition, Act 582 of 1985 requires registered Sanitarians practicing in 
the State to complete twenty (20) hours of continuing education credits every two years for registration renewal.  The Board reviews CEU’s 
and provides registrants a list of approved courses for continuing education. 

Funds for the operation of the Board are acquired by the collection of a $20 examination fee, a $10 application fee, and a $20 annual renewal 
fee of each registrant.

A registered Sanitarian is an environmental health professional educated in the field of environmental health, physical and biological sciences 
and who possesses a Bachelor or a Master of Public Health degree with specialization in sanitary science from an approved school of public 
health, or a college graduate in one of the natural sciences (Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Math, Earth and /or Geology) or Engineering with a 
minimum of thirty (30) semester hours or its equivalent of the above subjects, plus one year’s experience in environmental sanitation or 
approved training courses.
