AGENCY PROGRAM COMMENTARY 

1999-2001 

We live in an aging society. There are now older people in the United States than the entire population of Canada. Almost 23% of the 
Arkansas' population is aged 60 or older and Arkansas ranks forth nationally in the percent of elderly who live in poverty. During the next 
twenty years the under 60 population is expected to grow by 12% while the over 60 population will grow by 47%. The Division of Aging and 
Adult Services mission is to meet the challenges and opportunities of an aging America. The Division's changes in Appropriation 462 (State 
Operations) are to help older Arkansans secure and maintain economic and personal independence. Revenues will match Older Americans Act 
and other federal funds that provide the in home and community based services such as congregate and home delivered meals, transportation, 
health education, socialization/recreation, advocate services, infonnation and referral, case management, chore and homemaker services to the 
needy elderly in Arkansas. 

These requests support home and community based care for the elderly such as ElderChoices Programs. The ElderChoices Program is a Home 
and Community-Based Medicaid Waiver program designed to provide in-home services to an aged population who are at risk of 
institutionalization. The program is in its seventh year of operation and is managed by the Division of Aging and Adult Services. During SFY 
1997, over 5,900 clients were provided ElderChoices services. The cost of the ElderChoices Program for in-home care cost less than one-third 
of institutionalization. It not only saves Medicaid dollars, but also enhances the dignity and self-worth of elderly persons. Thirty-three registered 
nurses managed the plans of care for those clients participating in the program. 

The PACE program (Program for All-inclusive Care for the Elderly) is a risk-based capitated delivery system integrating Medicare and 
Medicaid. i.e. acute long-tenn care services. Under certain conditions the Balanced Budget Act of 1997 allows states to combine these funding 
sources. This program will develop a new direction for the delivery of long term care services. 

The change in Appropriation 418 (Transportation Services) will allow the division to comply with legislation mandating up to $3,000,000 of 
state cigarette tax revenues to be used for home delivered meals (Meals on Wheels) and transportation services for the elderly. The demand for

Home-Delivered meals continues to grow with the increase in the frail elderly population.

ANALYSIS OF BUDGET REQUEST 

1999 - 2001 

The Meals on Wheels appropriation is utilized to provide transportation services benefiting the elderly through the Area Agencies on 
Aging (AAAs). Funding for this program is provided by an allotment of an additional one-cent per pack tax levied on cigarettes as 
authorized by Arkansas Code Anotated 26-57-802 (Act 1211 of 1991). This legislation provides that the first $3 million of net 
revenues from the one-cent additional tax be credited to the Aging and Adult Services General Revenue Fund Account, with any 
remaining revenues deposited into the State Treasury as General Revenues. 

The Base Level request of $2.5 million has been requested to be increased to the currently authorized level of $3,000,000 annually. 

The Executive Recommendation provides for the Agency request, with expenditures contingent upon adequate revenues collected.

ANALYSIS OF BUDGET REQUEST 

1999-2001 

This appropriation provides for the operations of the Division of Aging and Adult Services of the Department of Human Services. 
Services are provided primarily through a network of eight Area Agencies on Aging (AAA's), over 100 community providers, and over 
200 senior citizen centers. Funding sources for this appropriation include general revenue, federal funding through the Older 
Americans Act, and other funds which include an allotment for costs of administering the program funded by an additional one-cent per 
pack tax levied on the sale of cigarettes. 

The Base Level appropriation request for the biennium is over $27 million each year. General revenue funding comprises 33.46% and 
Federal funding 65.9% of total funding for this appropriation, with the remaining funding from a grant from the Robert Woods Johnson 
Foundation. The Division has requested a conservative budget, covering Base Level which includes a 2.8% salary increase over the 
FY99 level and accompanying matching costs. The few changes from Base Level include the following : 

• Two positions, a Program Administrator and a Program Manager, for the Program for All-inclusive Care for the Elderly (PACE). 
States have been allowed to combine Medicare and Medicaid funding sources in the delivery of acute and long term care services. 
These positions will be used to develop this program. Funding for these positions will be provided from existing revenue sources, 
with the total required amounting to $102,846 in FYOO and $105,543 in FY01 . 

• The ElderChoices program requires four additional Nurse positions for client services. The ElderChoices program allows clients to 
have a voice in the selection of long term care required, with a realized reduction in the usage of the more expensive nursing home 
care. The nurses will assess new clients and will also provide ongoing assessment every six months to assure appropriate care is 
given to clients. Funding for these positions will be provided from existing resources with the total required amounting to $203,312 
in FYOO and $208,644 in FY99. 

• Utilization of the Career Ladder Incentive Program 
• Additional General Revenue funding of $271 ,203 annually to replace one time funding that was made available from internal 

reallocations needed to accommodate the loss of funding flowing through the Social Services Block Grant. 

The Executive Recommendation provides for Base Level and the additional position authorizations without appropriation. General 
Revenue Funding is continued at the Base Level amount. All Aging 's CLIP requests were approved, but the requested 
reclassifications were not recommended .

The Adult Protective Services Program provides investigation and follow-up services for reports of abuse, neglect, and exploitation of 
adults. The Aging and Adult Services Division serves all counties within the state and performs client, family, community and public 
relations functions, petitions courts for state custody, acts as the state custodian for endangered adults and performs administrative 
functions associated with conducting investigations and assuming custody. The Adult Protective Services Unit responds to referrals of 
abuse, neglect, and/or exploitation received on a 1-800 telephone line. The program is financed through general revenues and federal 
funds drawn down when Medicaid eligible clients are involved in service provision. Aging and Adult Services has requested Base 
Level budget, which contains a 2.8% salary increase over the FY99 level, and accompanying matching requirements. The only change 
requested from Base Level is the utilization of a Career Ladder Incentive Program action .
