Distribution and Abundance of the Strawberry Darter. The 

goal of this project is to fill a data gap regarding the 

distribution and abundance of the Strawberry Darter (E. 

fragi). The Strawberry Darter is a relatively newly 

described species from the Orangethroat Darter (E. 

spectabile) group. This darter is endemic to the Strawberry 

River and its tributaries in north central Arkansas. 

Robinson (1998) completed a survey of E. fragi in the 

Strawberry in 1998. The objectives of the current study 

include (a) re-sampling of the sites found to be occupied 

during Robison’s survey, in order to determine whether 

distribution and abundance are stable; (b) sample new 

tributary sites to determine if the distribution is larger than 

historical data indicate; (c) employ multistate occupancy 

models to determine which habitat variables are associated 

with sites occupied by E. fragi.

This project 

aims to enhance aquatic connectivity to the Middle Fork 

Saline River by augmenting an existing project that will 

remove a fish passage impediment on Cub Creek, a major 

tributary stream to the Middle Fork Saline River. 

Specifically, this funding would be utilized for stabilizing 

Cub Creek immediately up and downstream of the slab 

removal. This project will expand access to 4.4 stream 

miles within Cub Creek, currently obstructed by the 

existing crossing, benefiting multiple important aquatic 

species of greatest conservation needs.

Tallgrass Prairie Restoration, Beaver Prairie. Beaver 

Water District owns a 40 acre property adjacent to the 

water treatment plant in the Ozark Highlands (Ecoregion 

39a). The land was a historical prairie before being 

converted to pasture. The Beaver Prairie restoration was 

designed to increase native grassland habitat for grassland 

birds. The prairie restoration is currently in the third year 

of work.  The first two years included baseline monitoring 

treatments to remove non-native vegetation with pesticide 

and burning. At the end of year two, a mix of 20 native 

legumes/forbs and 9 native grasses was planted in 

December 2012 using a seed drill. Stewardship of the land 

included both mechanical and chemical treatments for 

continued non-native vegetation removal during the first 

growing season. Prescribed fire will also be used as a 

management tool. This project, when fully established, 

will serve as a valuable demonstration site for landowners 

that want to improve habitat for grassland birds.

DNA reference library for freshwater mussels. The 

purpose of this project is to develop a DNA reference 

library for rare and understudied mussels in Arkansas. 

Environmental DNA (eDNA) is rapidly emerging as a 

promising tool for remote detection of the presence of 

target organisms whiled at the same time, next generation 

sequencing techniques are making it possible to examine 

eDNA from entire communities through the use of DNA 

barcodes. For these methods to be successful, will curated 

reference libraries of DNA sequences from vouchered 

specimens are needed so that sequences obtained from 

environmental DNA can be accurately identified. The 

objective of this study is to fill in data gaps with regards to 

DNA sequence date for available rare and understudies 

freshwater mussels (Unionidae, Margaritiferidae) from 

Arkansas. This data will support accurate identifications 

based on nucleotide similarity from sequences obtained 

from eDNA and next generation sequencing methods.
