Due to the limited amount of available funds in the Byrne JAG grant, the 2015-16 DTF awards will be funded from both the Federal Byrne-Jag (JAG) and the State Drug Enforcement and Prosecution Grant (SDCEP)  funds.  This also requires that requested budgets for 2015-16 not exceed the DTF’s 2014-15 Byrne JAG/SDCEP award AND the 14-15 SDCEP stand-alone award.    DFA-IGS, in collaboration with the Arkansas Alcohol Drug and Alcohol Coordination Council (Council), will allocate budgets between JAG and SDCEP based on the following criteria:
