Announcement of Available Funds 
DFA-IGS is making additional funding available under the Victims of Crime Act grant (VOCA) for service providers who are currently funded under DFA’s Victims Justice Assistance (VJA) awards. Eligible VJA providers may apply for up to $54,000 in additional funding to enhance their services to crime victims.  Only one application per provider.

The funds can only be used for additional (enhanced) services and must meet the requirements of the VOCA program.  Applicant must specify how VOCA funding will increase or enhance existing services VOCA program requirements can be found at the following link:  http://www.ovc.gov/voca/vaguide.htm 
VOCA funds cannot be awarded for ineligible or prohibited costs or activities. If requesting an increase in Executive Director pay, please complete the ED Time and Effort template. Funds under this grant may be used to supplement, and not supplant any other federal, state or local funds. Subgrantee must have written procedures in place to ensure funds are used to supplement and not supplant funds from non-federal sources including the following:
1) Who is responsible for reviewing requests for expenditures to verify that they are appropriate and that they are for additional personnel/supplies/services that have not been paid out of different funds in the past;

2) Who is responsible for reviewing requests to ensure that they are approved expenditures in the grant and to verify there is enough money to pay for the expenditures;

3) Who ensures that any purchased items are appropriate to be paid out of grant; and

4) What is the method and remedy to make refund adjustments if the subgrantee has supplanted?

The VOCA program requires cash/in-kind match of 25% of the federal award amount; therefore, an award in the amount of $54,000 must include $13,500 of cash/in-kind match.
