AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS ANNOUNCEMENT


I. OVERVIEW
The State of Arkansas, Department of Finance and Administration, Office of Intergovernmental Services (DFA/IGS) is pleased to announce the availability of grant funds from the following three (3) programs:  Family Violence Prevention and Services Act (FVPSA); Victims of Crime Act (VOCA), and Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), also known as STOP.

Applicants are encouraged to read this entire announcement, as well as the Submission Instructions, thoroughly before preparing and submitting an application.  The Request For Proposal (RFP) is open to all applicants meeting eligibility requirements (listed in section II).

Proposals should be complete; documents (i.e. letters of support, agency documents, etc.) received after 3:00 P.M., Wednesday April 10, 2013 will be removed from consideration. Proposals received with missing information may not be reviewed.  

II. ELIGIBILITY
A. Eligible organizations include those whose purpose is to serve crime victims; public and non-profit organizations that have components which offer services to crime victims, including, but not limited to:  
1. Non-profit organizations established for the purpose of providing direct services to crime victims.

2. Non-profit organizations that do not currently provide services to crime victims but desire an expansion that would result in such services.

3. Non-profit organizations that offer a variety of services, including those that address the needs of crime victims.

4. Criminal justice agencies such as:  Law Enforcement; Prosecutors; Courts, etc.
5. Faith-based Organizations.

6. Hospitals and/or Emergency Medical Facilities.

7. Governmental Entities, such as:  Mental Health Organizations; Legal Service Agencies; Child and/or Adult Protective Agencies, etc.

B. Applicants must possess an Employer Identification Number and a DUNS number . 
C. Applicants must be able to provide a cash or in-kind match of 20% to 37%. 
D. Applicants must not be delinquent on any federal debt.  
E. Services under these proposals may not be subcontracted.  

F. Services must be provided to crime victims, free of charge.  

G. Applicants must maintain Civil Rights Information as well as statutorily required civil rights statistics on victims served by race, national origin, sex, age, and disability.  

H. Applicants must show formal coordination and collaboration efforts with other service providers in the community.
I. Funds made available under this RFP must be used to supplement and not supplant (replace) other Federal, State and local funds expended to provide services and activities that promote the purposes of any of the programs in this announcement.
J. Applicants must use volunteers unless DFA/IGS determines there is a compelling reason to waive this requirement. 
Proposals submitted by non-eligible entities will be omitted from consideration. 
III. AWARD PERIOD
Awards will be made for a twelve (12) month period from October 1st through September 30th, with a one year renewal clause, dependent upon available funds and the previous year’s performance.  

IV.      APPLICATION DEADLINE/SUBMISSION

The application deadline is WEDNESDAY APRIL 10, 2013 at 3:00 p.m.
APPLICATION FORMAT:  Applications must be typewritten, single spaced, using twelve (12) point font and must not be placed in binders.   An agency may submit as many applications as it wishes, however only one application is permitted per proposed project.  The application is subject to public review by state executive order 12372; therefore applicants must complete form SF-424. Applications will be made available for public review and comment for a period of thirty (30) days. 
FAXED, ELECTRONIC OR LATE SUBMISSIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.   Proposals must be delivered to DFA/IGS by the deadline.  Failure to provide all requested information may result in the application being removed from consideration.   

Four (4) full copies of the proposal, one of which must be signed in BLUE ink must be received by DFA/IGS by the deadline.  Mail proposals to:
